Adopt-A-Trail Information

As a community service project, Pack 603 picks up trash and clears local walking trails.  Den leaders should review the Pack Calendar of Events for their Den’s assignments.  

The younger boys (Tigers and Wolfs) normally volunteer at the Babler Elementary Trail.  The older boys (Bear and Webelos) help out at Rockwoods Reservation. Note in the past we have adopted a trail at Babler State Park.  We no longer have a working relationship with Babler State Park for the Adopt-A-Trail program.  

Be sure to inform your Den parents of their responsibilities in advance so they can make the necessary arrangements to be present.


Instructions for Babler Trail Duty:   (30-45 Minutes)

· The trail runs through the woods just north of the School.

· Bring gloves, trimmers, a wood saw (if you have one) and trash bags

· Pick up trash along the trail and in the adjacent fields

· Trim brush and limbs that interfere with the walking path

· PLEASE DO NOT CUT DOWN ANY TREES

· Boys should not use any cutting tools unless there is close Adult supervision

· Place trash in the Babler trash containers 


Instructions for Rockwood Reservations Trail Duty:   (45-90 Minutes)

Rockwoods Reservation is 1 of 15 local properties managed by the Missouri Department of Conservation.  It is located along Highway 109 about one mile south of Highway 100.

Dens that are assigned to Rockwoods Reservation have two options.
  
Option 1:  Walk one the four trails picking up trash and trimming back brush along the trail.  If you need information about the trail visit the information center.  Please bring gloves, trash bags, and a hand trimmer.  Please do not cut down any trees.
